« HEAD (Make one). With color A (Naked #11), ch 4, and

close circle to form a ring.

Rnd 1:Ch 1,10 scinring, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 2: Ch 1, 2 scin every sc across, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 3: Ch 1, *[scin next sc, 2 scin next sc], rep * across
until the end of the md, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 4-6: Ch 1, scin every scacross, sl stin beg ch. At
the end of ind 6, fasten off.

Rnd 7: Attach color C (Pink-A-Boo #36). Ch 1, scin
every scacross, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 8: Ch 1, *[scin next sc, 2 scin next sc], rep * across
until the end of the md, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 9-12: Ch 1, scin every scacross, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 13: Ch 1, *[scin next s¢, sc decin next 2 sc], rep *
across until the end of the rd, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 14: Ch 1, scin every scacross, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 15: Rep rd 13. Stuff with Poly-fil® and continue
to next rnd.

Rnd 16-17: Ch 1, sc dec in next 2 sc across until the end
of the md, sl stin beg ch. At the end of mnd 17,
close in circle, fasten off and weave in ends (will
attach head to blanket in later step).

« EARS (Make two). With color A (Naked #11), ch 21.

Rnd 1: Scin second ch from hook, and scin every ch
across until only one chiis left, do not turn, 5 scin last
ch. Working across opposite side of the foundation ch,
scin every ch across until the end of the md. Turn.

Rnd 2: Ch 1, scin next 20 s¢, *[ 2 scin next sc], rep *
three more times, scin every sc across until the end of
the rnd, turn.

Rnd 3: Ch 1, scin every sc across until the end of the
rnd, turn.

Rnd 4: Ch 1, scin next 22 s¢, *[ 2 scin next sc], rep *
three more times, scin every sc across until the end of
the md, fasten off.

Rnd 5: Attach color C (Pink-A-Boo #36). Ch 1, *[scin
next sc, skip sc], rep * ten times, scin next 8 s¢, and
rep * until only one scis left in the d, scin last sc,
turn.

Rnd 6: Ch 1, scin every sc across until the end of the
rnd, fasten off and weave in ends. Sew ears onto head
(see photo) using the color C.
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« NOSE/MOUTH Using color A (Naked #11), ch 10.

Rnd 1: Ch 1, scacross until one 1 ch is left, do not turn,
5scin last ch. We will continue working scin the
opposite side of the foundation ch to create an oval,
with scin every ch until only 1 chis left, 5 scin last ch,
sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 2: Ch 1, scin next 8 sc, 2 scin next 3 sc, scin next 9
s¢, 2 scin next 3 s¢, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 3-6: Ch 1, scin every scacross, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 7-8: Ch 1, *[scin next s¢, sc decin next 2 sc], rep
* across until the end of the md, sl st in beg ch. Stuff
with Poly-fil® and continue to next rnd.

Rnd 9-10: Ch 1, sc dec in next 2 sc across until the end
of the md, sl stin beg ch, close the oval ball, fasten off
and weave in ends. For the nose, stitch a little dot on
top of the oval mouth piece (see photo) using color B
(Chocolate #80). For the mouth, stitch in the lines (see
picture) under the nose using color B (Chocolate #80).

« EYES (Make two). With color B (Chocolate #80), ch 4,

and close circle to form a ring.

Rnd 1: Ch 1,10 scin circle, sl stin beg ch. Fasten off and
weave in ends. Stitch the eyes on (add eyelashes for a
girly look) using color B (Chocolate #80). Stitch a dot
in the middle of the eyes using color A (Naked #11).

« FLOWER (Make one). With color A (Naked #11), ch 4, sl

stin beg ch to form aring.

Rnd 1: Ch 1,10 scin ring, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 2: Ch 1, *[5 dcin next s¢, scin next sc], rep * to
create a total of 5 petals, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 3: Working behind rd 2, ch 1, *[ch 3, scin the
back of sc from previous rnd], rep * across to create
a total of five 3-ch Ips, sl stin beg ch. Fasten off and
weave in end.

Rnd 4: Attach color B (Chocolate #80). Ch 1, *[7 dcs
in next 3-ch Ip, scin front of next sc from previous
rnd], rep * to create a total of 5 petals, sl st in beg ch.
Fasten off and weave in ends. Sew flower to ear (see
photo) using color A (Naked #11).

Rnd 3-26: Rep rnd 2. At the end of md 26, fasten off
and weave in ends. Sew head onto blanket (see
photo) using color C (Pink-A-Boo #36).

(reate a border all around the square using a different
yarn. Attach color A (Naked #11).

Rnd 1: Ch 1, 2 scin every sc across the perimeter of the
blanket (4 sides), sl st in beg ch to close rnd.

Rnd 2: Ch 1 scin every sc across the whole perimeter of
the blanket (4 sides). In the corners, work 3 scin same
sc for a more square look, sl stin beg ch to close rd.

Rnd 3: Rep rd 2. At the end of the rnd, sl stin beg ch,
fasten off and weave in ends. Sew head onto blanket
(see photo) using color C (Pink-A-Boo #36).

« CIRCLES (Make 3 in 3 different sizes).

For the big circle, follow instructions below. For
medium circle, repeat rds 1-5. For small circle, repeat
mds 1-3.

BIG CIRCLE: With color A (Naked #11), ch 4, and close
circle to form a ring.

Rnd 1: Ch 1,10 scin ring, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 2: Ch 1, 2 scin every scacross, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 3: Ch 1, *[scin next sc, 2 scin next sc], rep * across
until the end of the rnd, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 4: Ch 1, scin every scacross, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 5: Rep rd 3.

Rnd 6: Rep rd 4.

Rnd 7: Rep rd 3.

Rnd 8: Rep rnd 4. Fasten off and weave
in ends.

Ch 1, scin sc across
until the end of the rd, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 4-10: Rep rnd 3. At the end of md 5, fasten off and
weave in ends.

Rnd 11: Stuff the leg with Poly-fil® and close it together
by flattening the filled tube and working a sl st to
join both sides together. Fasten off and weave in
ends. Sew legs onto blanket (see photo) using color A
(Naked #11).

« TAIL (Make one). With color A (Naked #11), ch 4, and
close circle to form a ring.

Rnd 1: Ch 1,10 scin ring, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 2: Ch 1, *[scin next sc, 2 scin next sc], rep *

across until the end of the rnd, sl st in beg ch.

Rnd 3: Ch 1, scin every scacross, sl stin beg ch.

Rnd 4: Rep rnd 2.

Rnd 5-7:Rep rd 3.
